Within this overall framework our overall aim is to ensure adequate 
internal consistency of the programme that you will follow, while 
complementing coverage of essential topics and subjects with ample 
opportunity for choice.  
 
You will therefore find a considerable range of pathway 
combinations, and we also offer you to substitute one elective in 
each pathway with a module from outside the school. Have a look at 
the attached Year 2 Electives list of modules that you may be able to 
join. 
 
We will also offer you the opportunity to apply for further variation on 
a case-by-case basis but would suggest you follow at least 6 of the 
KMS modules listed for each pathway (plus an appropriate English 
language module) if you are seeking to enrol on one of our Master's 
programmes in Spring 2013 (indicative progression indicated below). 
 
Alongside the modules listed here we expect you to participate in a 
personal tutor system, where you will find guidance and support in 
groups with other students and also through direct access to a link 
tutor familiar with your home institution.
